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SUNDANCE  

Woodlands  - The eastern slopes of the Canadian Rockies, known 

commonly as the foothills are where the Sundance Forest Management 

Area (FMA) is located. The FMA consists essentially of Lodgepole Pine, 

Spruce and Aspen trees.  Sundance is primarily a Lodgepole Pine mill, 

although occasional runs of Spruce and Aspen are scheduled and all 

species are sorted separately.  

 

Sundance has a Forest Management Agreement with the Province of 

Alberta to establish, grow, harvest, and remove timber from approximately 267,000 hectares of public land. The 

Sundance Quality Control program starts in the forest. The Sundance Woodlands staff manages our FMA to 

provide a sustainable, high quality sawlog to the mill. 

 

Pre-harvest assessments and post-harvest monitoring take place to identify potential problems in advance and 

allow lead time for corrective measures to be carried out. After harvesting, cutblocks must meet Provincial 

establishment standards within 8 years and free-to-grow standards within 14 years.

This further confirms our companyôs 

ongoing commitment to the forest, the environment, the community, and our 

employees. 

 

Sawmill  - Sundance combines Swedish curve sawing equipment with 

North American scanning technology to maximize value, recovery, quality, 

and efficiencies. Current production consumes 2,600 cubic meters of 

sawlogs daily, producing 1,100 cubic meters of lumber. All rough green 

lumber is sorted by thickness, width, and length, stacked in 8ô wide lifts and 

stickered for kiln drying. 

 

Dry Kilns  - There are six 102ô double-track, gas fired, thermal oil 

conventional kilns with steam injection which can handle a capacity of 350m3 

per kiln.. Kiln schedule programming conditions the lumber while the drying 

process takes place. This ñslowò drying process allows further remanufacturing 

to take place without deviation in straightness (warping). Moisture content is 

between 12% and 16% depending on the end use and/or specific customer 

requirements. 

 
Dry Sorter - The rough dry lumber is de-stickered, trimmed, graded, and packaged in this part of the operation. 

Transfer equipment, scanners, stackers, and the packaging lines are all North American made. A transverse in-

line moisture meter monitors the moisture content of each piece prior to trimming and grading.  The shipping 

department is also located in this area.  Containers, vans and flat deck trucks can be loaded on site.
